1. Open the template labeled:  Virginia’s Capitals Template (teachers will need to save this to each workstation ahead of time)
2. Using the stamp feature, choose the medium star stamp.  [image: image3.png]Font Size Text
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3. Choosing whatever color you want, click and drag the star to the location of Jamestown.

4. Choose the text tool on the left.  [image: image2.png]



5. Find the description of the capital of Jamestown.  Double click on it.

Click the radio button next to background.  Make the background color the same color as your star for Jamestown.  
7. Do steps 2-6 for Williamsburg and Richmond.  If the text in the box is too hard to read after you change the background, you may change the text color in the same way you changed the background color.

8. Go to “options”, then “Build Legend”

9. Click “update”

10. Click “Hide Basic Legend”

11. Double click on the first star.  Label it with the appropriate capital name and the year it became the capital.  Repeat this step for the other capitals.  Then click okay.

12. Choose the “A” tool.  Click anywhere on the map and type in your name.

13. Go to File.  Choose “Page Set-up”

14. Make sure that it is set to print as landscape.

15. Click the radio button next to “Legend On”.

16. Choose print preview.  Your map should have the 3 text boxes the proper color, the three stars with the proper colors, and your completed legend.

17. Ask your teacher to check it.  You may print with permission.
