1. Open Mapmaker Toolkit  [image: image6.png]



2. The World Map is the default map that shows on display.
3. Click on the draw tab to display the drawing tools  
[image: image2] (sideways on your screen)
4. Draw the routes of the following explorers using the third line pencil. 
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a. Francisco Vasquez de Coronado

b. Samuel de Champlain




orange

c. Robert La Salle




purple

d. John Cabot





green

5. Create your map key

a. From the menu, choose “Options”, “Build Legend”
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b. Click “Hide Basic Legend”

c. Click the update button

d. Click on the one you need to add, and choose “edit text”
e. On line 1, put the explorer’s name and on line 2, put the year of expedition
f. When you have finished all of them, click OK

6. When you are ready to print,

a. “File”, “Page Setup”

b. Click the radio button for Legend “On”

c. Click Print Preview to make sure everything looks OK

d. Click Print
7. Open Microsoft Word and answer ONE of the following HOTS questions.
a. Write a statement explaining the impact of the arrival of the explorers on the different native people.  You should have at least 2-3 sentences for each of the four explorers.
b. If you could accompany one of the explorers on your map, who would you choose and why?  Tell what hardships you might have encountered and some successes.
c. Write five journal entries that would have reflected the experiences along one of the routes during the time span of the expedition.
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
