1. Open Mapmaker’s Tool Kit  [image: image1.png]Ve
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Click on continue ONCE and be patient

2. From the menu bar, choose “Find” and “Current Maps”

3. In the search box, type “ United States” choose the continental map and hit “Display”

4. Go to the Layers button [image: image2.png]LAYERS )




Make sure only the following features are checked:
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CLICK “OK”

5. Click on the Draw [image: image4.png]AWvaa



 tab (on the left hand side.)

6. Click on the text tool.[image: image5.png]


  Type your name in the box, and click “OK.” Click and drag your name to the top of the page.

7.   Click on the pencil and the third pencil thickness to completely outline the Great Lakes.   Make sure all lines have been connected! (You will have to trace over the state boundary lines!)

d. Double click on the words “New Entry” next to one of the colors.  Type in the region or river that the color refers to.  Click “OK.”  Repeat this process for all the colors.  Click “OK.”
