2. From the menu, choose “Find”, “Current Map”  
3. In the search box, type “United States” and hit display

4. Click on the draw tab to display the drawing tools

5. Use the third black pencil to draw in the regions of the United States. (You will have to trace over the state boundary lines!)

9. Create your map key

a. From the menu, choose “Options”, “Build Legend”
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b. Click the update button

c. Click on the one you need to add, and choose “edit text”

d. Type the words for your map key entry and click OK

e. When you have finished all of them, click OK

10. When you are ready to print,

a. “File”, “Page Setup”

b. Click the radio button for Legend “On”

c. Click Print Preview to make sure everything looks OK

d. Click Print
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
