Civil War Battles Database  

1. Open Microsoft Access

2. Click on blank database and give it a name

3. Choose create table in design view

4. Now you need to define your fields

a. Name of battle

b. Date

c. Location/County

d. Commanders of the North

e. Commanders of the South

f. Result

g. Casualties

5. Close your table and name it.

6. The objects pane will appear and you highlight your table you created.

7. Then click on Form and work your way through the wizard to design the layout of the database.

8. Now you are ready to input the information into the database.  A website that you may find useful is http://www2.cr.nps.gov/abpp/battles/bystate.htm 
9. Save the database to your file.
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After the database is completed, you can create riddles that the students have to answer by sorting the database.  You can even have your students create riddles for some extra fun!
