Creating a Class Shape Book

Using the Digital Camera

Divide your students into cooperative groups of 4-5 students. Each group will go through the school looking for the different shapes.  Each person will have an opportunity to use the digital camera to take a picture of a shape object.  When the groups get back to the classroom, they can insert their images into a word processing document and write about the shape.

Example:


Brian took this picture of a clock to show a circle.  We found the circle in Mr. Miller’s office.  (There is also a circle on the bicycle wheel!)
