Students will complete a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation about the plant life cycle

Procedures:
1. Open up the template: Plants (Second grade lab lessons)
2. Go to File > Save As –Listen for directions to save to the network.
3. In the File name box, type your name AFTER the word plants.
4. Click SAVE
5. Click on the first slide and type your name after: By. 

6. Click on the second slide and then click beside each <- . Type the name for each part of the plant.  There are 5 parts of the plant to label.
7. Click on the third slide.  After each arrow, type the name for each part of the plant life cycle and insert a picture for each stage. 
*To INSERT pictures:  Go to Insert->Picture->Clip Art. In the clip art search for: box, type the name of what you are looking for.  You need 5 pictures. Move and resize the pictures as needed. 
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Drag the corner resize handles to maker your picture larger or smaller.
8. Click on the fourth slide and then click on: Type the answer. 

9. Type in the answer to the question. 
10. Click on the fifth and sixth slides. Type your answer after the questions.
11. Go back and check your slides for:
· Spelling errors
· Punctuation errors
· Capitalization errors 
· Grammar errors
12. Save your slide show.  Choose File ->Save
13. Go to Slide Show->View Show 

14. Click the mouse when the slide show is finished to go back to the normal view 

15. Go to File->Print. 
16. Under Print What, select: Handouts. 
17. Select 6 handouts per page. 
18. Pages can be cut out and stapled together to make a mini book.
