Magnet Brochure

A Desktop Publishing Activity
After students have completed their unit on magnets, have them use the information that they have learned to create a flyer or brochure about magnets.  With younger grades, it is easier to create a template in Microsoft Word or Publisher that your students can use to create their brochure.

Some suggestions for pages of the brochure:
* What is magnetism?--in your own words.
* Name at least 3 objects that are magnetic.

* Tell about or draw a picture that shows the north and south poles of magnets and how they attract and repel each other.

* Tell about 2 ways that we can use magnets.  Write at least three good sentences about each use.

* Include at least one photo of a magnet being used (it can be one that you take with a digital camera)
