Drawing the Layer of the Earth
1. Open KidPix

2. Click on the paint can  [image: image1.png]


and the circle tool [image: image2.png]


.

3. Start to draw the outlines of the earth’s surface.

4. Be sure to start in the top left corner of your KidPix paper.

5. Start your next circle at the edge of the first circle and continue this process until you have enough circles for the 5 layers of the earth. 

6. Click on the paint can [image: image3.png]


 and color in each layer of the earth.

7. Click on the drawing tools [image: image4.png]0



 and the straight line tool [image: image5.png]


.  

8. Draw a short straight line from each layer of the earth so we can identify the different parts of the earth.

9. Click on the text tool [image: image6.png]


.  At each line click and in the box type the name of the layer of the earth.
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10.  Save your picture to your folder.

11. Now, export your file to your folder as a jpg. (file, export, and browse to your folder.)

12.  Open up Microsoft Word.

13.  File…Insert…Picture…From File.  Browse and find your jpg image of the layers of the earth.

14.  Put a title and name under the picture.

15.  Have the students word process information about each of the earth’s layers.
