Select either the Contemporary or Elegant template for your letter.  To have your submission considered please use the following format for the body of your letter:

· Paragraph 1 – Introduce yourself or the members of your team.
· Paragraph 2 –Introduce the plant and animal that you have selected. In this introduction include information about their classification and a general statement about why these will make the best specimens.
· Paragraph 3 – Consider the special adaptations your plant and animal possess that will make them the best choice.  Include as many details as possible to support your recommendation for including them in the project.

· Paragraph 4 – To finalize your letter restate you selection and the purpose for making your choice.  Try to make us understand why we should select your recommendation!
